Participation fees: Tournament A: EUR 80, Tournament B: EUR 50, Tournament C: EUR 20.
I do not pay the participation fee for the Romanian Grand Prix-stage 3: GM, WGM, IM, WIM, medals at
the 2022 Classic Chess Championships (seniors and juniors) and 5 chess players with Romanian Chess
Federation vouchers.

At the Romanian Grand Prix - stage 3 the organizers provide accommodation and meals for:

- the awarded at the Romanian Chess Gala 2021 (5 players with Romanian Chess Federation
vouchers).

ROU players must be licensed with a paid Romanian Chess Federation visa 2022. Foreign players must
have a FIDE ID. Organizers do not send official invitations for EU visas.
